Family Promise shelters families in area churches and transitional housing on our Site. 

 Our guests receive hospitality and 3 meals daily from church members and volunteers. 

 Family Promise case managers work with guest parents to ensure they can regain their self-sufficiency.

 15 people can be served at a time, and the average length of stay is 30 days.

 Family Promise also has the BHAP homeless prevention program, so let us know what you need and we'll see what we can do to help!

Knik House was created in order to offer a solution-based, goal orientated program that will offer substantial remedies and education with regard to chronic homelessness, poverty, and crisis.  Our goal at Knik House is to provide temporary, long term, and emergency housing for families, individuals, single parents, and anyone in need.  We provide a safe, sober, faith- based and stable environment for at risk or mentally ill people who are in housing crisis. We help by offering shelter, food, clothing, parent education, family relationship counseling, self sufficiency and respect.

MY House offers food, clothing, shower and laundry services, employment services, public health care, mediation services, help with legal issues and support and referral for mental health and substance abuse treatment.  In the back of the Gathering Grounds Cafe is a drop in center that offers food, clothing, showers, laundry services and case management.  Our on-site Partners with Nine Star offer employment assistance, high school completion and GED courses, and Public Health offers STD and pregnancy testing, as well as referral and consultation for medical concerns.  A team of Mediation specialists is available for families who are interested in reunification mediation.  We partner with outside resources for medical care, dental care, mental health services, addiction evaluation and treatment, job skills training and workshops, housing assistance and legal advice.  Our goal is to offer support to homeless youth in an effort to empower them to become independent and productive citizens, and we look forward to having affordable housing as a part of that equation.
